- Vocational Talk  – Robert Crozier gave us a 
delightful update on his historical and current life - 
after blowing out all 55 or so candles on his 
birthday cake. He started with his ancestor’s first 
visit to the Canadian Arctic. Captain Fitzroy R.M. 
Crozier was part of the John Franklin Expedition in 
1845 where all the crew died within three years, 
because of exposure to botulism and lead 
poisoning. In 1873 Inspector Leif N. Crozier was 
sent out West to what is now Saskatchewan with 
the Northwest Mounted Police to subdue the 
whiskey traders. He went on to become 
superintendent of the NWMP and was involved in 
the NW Rebellion of 1885. Robert was born in Port 
Alberni and has an older sister. He attended 
primary school in New Westminister and attended 
high school and university in Victoria. He 
graduated from of University of Victoria with an 
Honours Bachelor of Arts degree in Art History.   
In 1971 he stared his career as a student when he 
entered the graduate school of fine arts at UBC.  
He did his thesis on First Nations iconography as 
art and had the opportunity to work with Chief 
Tony Hunt. In 1974, he became manager of Tony 
Hunt’s art gallery and gift show at the Plaza 
International Hotel. When that closed, he did 
some marketing of gold and silver jewellery then 
applied for a “temporary” government job in the 
Ministry of Highways where he stayed for 26 years 
doing various and sundry jobs like traffic control 
flagging, truck driving, geotechnical drilling, 
roadway design technician, and became the senior 
roadway technician in 1988. He left the 
government in 2002 but continues to do some 
instruction at Cap College in the Film Dept. on
