In addition 
the Club is helping out with a drive to send 
computers and technology to Cuba. Next 
meeting is 9:15pm at Melina’s residence. 

- Rotary Moment : Klaus spoke briefly about the 
World Help Network/World Community Service: 
this is help from one Club to another in a 
different country. Projects are listed on the RI 
website for both Clubs with needs and those with 
resources. 

- Nancy introduced today’s guest speaker : 
Rosemary Teliatnik from the World Help 
Network. Rosemary is a member of the 
Vancouver Chinatown Rotary Club, a former GSE 
Team member and a Marketing Consultant. The 
local World Help Network organization began in 
the late 1980’s with a shipment of medical 
supplies to Kiev Russia. The project entails the 
collection of medical and humanitarian supplies, 
and the packing and shipping of these items to 
areas of need around the world. Since beginning 
here in the lower mainland the Network has 

shipped a total of 109 containers to 30 countries 
around the world. The average value of a 
container of goods ranges from $250,000.00 to 
$1,000,000.00 and the total value of shipments 
so far exceeds $31,000,000.00! The WHN is a 
vehicle for Rotary Clubs to participate in projects 
that would normally be too expensive for their 
participation. Cost for a Club with membership in 
the WHN to participate in one container 
shipment is $3,000.00 or $6,000.00 for non-
member Clubs. The WHN shipped 36 containers 
last year and average 24 containers per year. 
Bruce thanked Rosemary for speaking to us this 
morning.
