Rotary Moment: Tania told us about the RI
Annual Convention: the event takes place in
May or June each year. The event requires 4 to
5 years of advanced planning, highlights the
international aspect of Rotary, and attracts
20,000 to 35,000 attendees.

Sgt. Jim held an impromptu auction this
morning to benefit the residents of Badger
NFLD whose community was devastated by
floods earlier this year. In his best fast-talking
voice Jim cajoled, begged and threatened (in a
nice way) and the Club, in a flurry of feverish
bidding, raised over $200.00 for the cause.

Nancy introduced today’s guest speakers
from the Rotary Club of Squamish: Carl
Ingraham and Greg Gardiner. Greg and Carl
spoke to us about their Club’s participation in
the ‘Adopt a Village in Guatemala Project’ since
1999. The project was started by former
Vancouverite and Rotarian Francis Dixon. The
project aims to bring hope and humanitarian
aid to villages in the northwest part of the
country, two days drive from the capital of
Guatemala City. At the end of the Guatemalan
civil war in 1976 many refugees returned to
their homes from neighbouring countries. The
Squamish Club has been a major force in
helping to rebuild and improve life for these
people, 50% of whom are native Mayans. The
Club began by building a 4km road in the area
at a cost of $30,000.00 U.S. The area is very
poor, few roads go in or out, and the
population are mainly subsistence farmers
growing coffee and cardamom. The project is
now in the process of building homes, roads,
and a medical clinic that will serve some 40
communities in the area where TB and high
infant mortality rates are a fact of life. A
portable sawmill has been purchased and
delivered to help mill wood for the construction
of homes and the clinic, solar power units will



eventually be provided to generate power for the
clinic, and training will be provided to the
residents in the use and maintenance of all
equipment. Land for the clinic (100 hectares) has
been purchased at a cost of $60,000.00 U.S. Carl
and Greg invite all Rotarians and Rotary Clubs to
