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- Val introduced today’s guest  speakers: Steve 
Finlay, President of the Vancouver Youth Symphony 
Orchestra and Ross Beatty, Director of Fundraising, 
VYSO. The VYSO was formed in 1930 and now 
comprises 4 orchestras with 240 musicians aged 7 
to 21 years. The VYSO, whose members are from 
all over the GVRD, is dedicated to bringing musical 
training, exposure, teaching and fun to young 
people in our community. The Symphony performs 
8 to 10 concerts each year both locally in British 
Columbia and, from time to time, internationally. 
Each week from September to May rehearsals are 
held. The organization provides role models for 
young people and its’ members are all ambassadors 
from our community to the world at large. In the 
past the VYSO has enjoyed tremendous parental 
and volunteer support and is now trying to build 
closer ties with community and service 
organizations for mutual support and fundraising. As 

with the world in general: expenses are increasing 
and some traditional revenue sources are 
disappearing or decreasing. Last year’s expenses 
were $220,000.00 and revenues were 
$237,000.00. The VYSO is now canvassing and 
meeting with groups such as Rotary in an effort to 
attract sponsors and promote corporate and 
community partnerships in fundraising and profile 
raising endeavours. The goal is to work towards a 
mutual benefit, one that allows the VYSO to 
continue involving young people in music and 
helps it and its’ partners to raise money to 
continue their work. Both Steve and Ross 
expressed their gratitude for being able to speak 
to us this morning and for the possibility of jointly 
sponsored events for fundraising and exposure.
