Sam introduced today’s guest speakers:
Richard Walton and Melanie Crombie from the
Kay Meek Centre for the Performing Arts. This
incredible addition to our community is a
wonderful gift being provided in large part by
Kay Meek a long time teacher and founder of
the Vancouver Music Academy. Ms. Meek has
provided $2.5 million to the project and has
pledged another $5 million to match funds
donated by the community residents and
businesses. Ms. Meek’s goal is to provide a first
class centre for arts performances, arts
education, mentoring, artists’ clinics and
technical training. The site, next to West Van
High on Mathers Ave., has been donated by
the WV School District. The Centre will be
comprised of two theatres: a 500 seat main
theatre and a 250 seat studio theatre as well
as classroom and workshop areas. As there are
more than 25 performing arts groups in West
Vancouver alone, and many more across the
entire North Shore, the Centre will provide a
beautiful and much needed location for
performances and education. Melanie and



Richard stress that arts and performing both
enhance children’s learning abilities, imagination
and creativity and are a vital part of education.
Once operating the centre will have professional
mentors on staff as well as an ongoing series of
clinics and workshops conducted by visiting
professional artists. Technical aspects of the
performing arts such as lighting, sound, stage
production etc. will also be taught at the centre.
The need now is for the centre to raise $9 million
to complete the project and for this reason the
organizers are approaching Rotary, among
others, to participate and help with fundraising.
The Centre will also be able to serve as a

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beautiful venue for many types of events such as
Rotary fundraisers and provide opportunities for
joint projects that will benefit both the Centre
and it's community partners. The Centre is
scheduled to open in the spring of 2004.
